*Doors should be worked in before using

- Move doors back and forth 15x before attaching knobs
Maintanace:

- Rub candlewax or paraffin wax on the bottom of the groove
- Move doors back and forth 15x

In the event of accidental contact with aggresive deaners, rinse thoroughly with water. Use place mats to protect the
surface from moisture and heat.
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
